To understand this better, we sent out a survey to more than 150 alumni that
applied to universities this year. The responses show that 9.8% of Lumiere

alumni who applied to an lvy League university or Stanford got in - that is 115%
higher than the general rate of acceptance at these universities!

This is how students who applied to university this year positioned their
Lumiere project in their college application process:

e 85% mentioned it in the “Activities” section of their application

e 52% wrote about it in either a main or supplemental essay

o 40% of them included either a recommendation letter or an
evaluation form from their mentor
